These parts are not recommended for use off road or in motor cars which are non-standard or have been modified for higher performance or competition use.  The goods are subject to availability. If on receipt of your order the goods you have ordered are not available in stock, the Supplier will inform you as soon as possible, and refund you for any sum that has been paid by you for the goods.  Every effort is made to ensure that prices shown in the Supplier’s current price list are accurate at the time you place your order. If a price has changed, the Supplier will inform you as soon as possible and offer you the option of reconfirming your order at the correct price or cancelling your order. If you cancel, the Supplier will refund or re-credit you for any sum that has been paid by you for the goods.
